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The Japanese-Language Proficiency Test was revised in 2010, and is now a test with a focus on
communication. In this sense, no questions test one's communication skills more than the exam's
conversation-focused listening questions. In addition to understanding the place and situation of the
question as well as what is being said, one must also pay attention to how it is being said. This of
course requires knowledge of vocabulary and grammar, but you may still have trouble understanding
what is being sald or what is meant in a real conversation. Qne extremely effective way {0 prevent
this from happening is to train your listening abilities. _

As you answer the many questions in this book, your knowledge will be solidified. You will also be
able to learn a bit about what makes conversational Japanese unique, as well as how it is different
from other languages.

The N5 level is an important first step. Begin by learning the basics while enjoying the fact that
you are now able to communicate in Japanese.

We hope that you are able to use what you learn through this book to pass the N5 level of the
Japanese-Language Proficiency Test, and that this book helps improve your Japanese language
abilities. '
